It Has to be Said!

The lodge is broke, to be more specific in the red. We still have 3rd and fourth quarter per capita to pay, we
will be able to make these payments from the profits the lodge earns at the Festa in October But in the
mean time money has been loaned to keep the check book positive. A lot of expenses are paid through out
the year by some of us or services provided and not billed to the lodge.

Also this is not the first time in the history of our lodge that the delegates had to pay their own way to con-
vention. In the past some delegates have paid for everything, luckily this year the lodge was able to pay the
package amounts for each of us, $210.00 ea but not transportation and lodging approx $800.00 and that
was only one room. This cannot and will not continue.

For example we ask at the meetings for a $5.00 donation for dinner. Very often we are short on paying the
cost of that dinner and thankfully some times we actually have a small profit , but that is when dinner is do-
nated by a member and that is a very limited number of members doing that over and over again. Remem-
ber our lodge dues are $65.00 per year, of that after the per capita is paid to the Grand lodge we retain less
than $5.00 per member. We cannot run a lodge on that. In talking to other lodge presidents | learned that
most lodges CHARGE $10.00 for dinner and dues run as high as $125.00 per year.
